In this era of almost instantaneous communication and interchange of ideas and beliefs, the interactions and
resulting transformations happen at a much faster pace. Therefore Why Buddhism and the West Need Each
Other is an important topic in this era. By understanding the potential of the ideas and their influence on each
other we can contribute more immediately to positive and productive transformations in the world.

In Dr. Loy’s view the highest ideal of the Western tradition is to restructure society so that it is more just. While
the most important goal of Buddhism is to awaken spiritually, which ends dukkha, loosely translated as
“suffering.” He puts forth a fruitful idea that the world needs both of these ideals. Not only because they
complement each other but also because they in fact need each other.
